We are happy to inform to you that the 
Hispanic department at Brown Trail

students have graduated from the Hispan-
ic program since August of 2004.

We are confident that the congregations 
where they labor are being blessed by their 
hard work and dedication to the cause of 
Christ. 
 
Personally, I am so thankful to see the 
Hispanic department grow in number. On 
January of 2012, we were privileged to see 
several new students come to school to 
begin their two-year journey studying the 
Word of God on a full-time basis.  The 
Hispanic department now has 15 full time 
students in the classroom. Some students 
are also auditing the classes at Brown 
Trail. This is the first time the Hispanic 
department had this many students since 
the establishment of the school. 
 
These new students will dedicate two years 
of their lives to an intensive study of the 
Word of God. Approximately  2,400 hours 
of study will be dedicated to the study of 

the Bible. A total of 54 Bible related cours-
es will be imparted to each student. By the 
time they graduate, they will have accu-
mulated so much knowledge that will help 
them to reach out to the lost souls of this 
world. This knowledge will also help them 
to be a source of great encouragement to 
the congregations where they will be 
preaching the Word of God. 
 

Two of the families that now attend the 
Hispanic program come from Mexico.

There is a 
great need of sound preachers in Mexico, 
as well as around the world. We are confi-
dent that these two families will be a great 
blessing to the community where they will 
reach out to the lost.  
 

We are happy to report to you that there 
are at least 5 families who have expressed 
their desire to come and study at Brown 
Trail. Some of these families come from 
Costa Rica, Mexico, US and Peru. We pray 
that God will help each of these families 
attend the school. We ask that you please 
consider helping any of these families with 
support.
